A special meeting of the Gulf Breeze City Council, Gulf Breeze, Florida, was held at the
Gulf Breeze City Hall on Friday, January 28, 2011, at 12:00 noon.

Upon call of the roll the following Councilmen were present: Dana Morris, J. B. Schiuter,
David Landfair, Joseph Henderson and Mayor Beverly Zimmern.

The Mayor opened the meeting by explaining the purpose of the meeting was for the City
Council to consider the concept of establishing Gateway Zoning Districts in the three entrance
areas of the City. These overlay zoning districts may limit uses that are not consistent with the
purposes and intent of the Gateway Districts.

There was general Council discussion regarding the purpose for the special districts,
identifying the areas and developing the rules to accomplish their intent. They discussed the

aesthetic of the entrances, uses within the districts to do public good and improve economic
development, signage, landscape, height of buildings, and placement of drive thrus.

RECOMMENDATION:

That the City Council direct staff to implement a 30 day moratorium to cover
only the areas discussed to be in the gateway districts and direct staff to prepare
an ordinance establishing the Gateway Districts.

ORDINANCE NO. 01-11

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF GULF BREEZE FLORIDA, PERTAINING TO
FLOODPLAIN REGULATIONS; AMENDING SECTION 22-54, 22-71 AND 22-72(C) OF
THE CODE OF ORDINANCES; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING
FOR CONFLICT; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Gulf Breeze had adopted certain rules and regulations relative to
development in the floodplain; and,

WHEREAS, these rules regulations are reviewed periodically by State and Federal agencies;
and,

WHEREAS, after the last State review, the Department of Community Affaits recommended
that three (3) minor changes be made to the rules and regulations so that they better match
Federal guidelines.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Gulf Breeze,
Florida, as follows:

SECTION 1 - Section 22-54. Definitions. the following definitions are hereby added as
follows:

Sec. 22-54. Definitions.

Flood proofing means any combination of structural and non-structural additions,
changes, or adjustments to structures which reduce or eliminate flood damage to real estate or
improved real property, water and sanitary facilities, structures and their contents.

Violation means the failure of a structure or other development to be fully compliant with
the community’s flood plain management regulations. A structure or other development without
the elevation certificate, other certifications, or other evidence of compliance is presumed to be
in violation until such time as that documentation is provided.

SECTION 2 - Section. 22-71. is hereby amended to read as follows:
Sec. 22-71 Designation of director of public services.

The director of public services and/or his designee is hereby appointed to administer and
implement the provisions of this article and shall serve as the official in the title/role of
Floodplain Administrator.

SECTION 3 - Section. 22-72. (2) is hereby amended to read as follows:
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Sec. 22-72, Duties and responsibilities of the director of public services.

(2)  Assure permittee that the additional federal or state permits may be required, and
if specific federal or state permit requirements are known, require that copies of
such permits be provided and maintained on file with the development permit;

SECTION 3 - SEVERABILITY

If any section, paragraph, sentence, clause, phrase or word of this Ordinance is for any
reason held by any court to be unconstitutional, inoperative, invalid or void, such holding shall
not in any manner affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance.

SECTION 4 - CONFLICT

The provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed to control and prevail over any
ordinance or portion thereof in conflict with the terms hereof.

SECTION 5 - EFFECTIVE DATE

This Ordinance shall become effective upon its adoption by the City Council.

Subject: Removal / Demolition of Benson Building

Staff has been in contact with the owner of the Benson property regarding the
removal/demolition of the existing buildings. The owner recently advised that he was willing to
proceed with the demolition of the buildings, however, he has rentable space available and needs
the cash flow.

We discussed the idea of the City contributing to the cost of this demolition. We received word
earlier this week that the overall price for removal is estimated at $40,000. The owner is willing
to proceed immediately if the City is willing to pay one-half of this cost.

The benefits of moving ahead with demolition include removal of buildings that are somewhat in
disrepair and a better opportunity to market an open price of property.

RECOMMENDATION:

THAT THE CITY COUNCIL MEET ON MONDAY, FEBRUARY 7, 2011 AS THE
BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY AND

ONE-HALF THE COST OF DEMOLISHING AND REMOVING THE BENSON

Re: Change in State Policy on Disaster Recovery Advance

After filing for, and pursuing necessary approvals for a $2 million advance against our Fishing
Bridge deconstruction PW costs, I have been informed that a policy change has been implemented
in the State of Florida that limits advances to applicants to a single advance per event. Itis my
understanding that the Department of Emergency Management has vigorously opposed this
change, but the change was established as a result of an inter-agency audit interpretation. At this
time there is no indication that the policy is likely to be subject to reversion under the new
Govemot.

This policy change and advance denial does not create any threat to operations due to the City’s

adequate cash position. We will pursue prompt reimbursement of expenditures as we have in the
past for other PWs,
