SUBJECT: SUBDIVISION VARIANCE FOR 104 BERRY AVENUE

Over the past couple of months, City Staff has been working with Sam Lundy of
Foret and Lundy Builders on the subdivision of a lot at 104 Berry Avenue. Mr. Lundy
has purchased the property and wants to subdivide the existing parcel (see Survey “A”)
into two separate parcels (see Survey “D").
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Survey “D” complies with all of the requirements of the Land Development Code
with the exception of the minimum lot width of 80 feet at the front setback line on each
lot.

Sec. 21-68. - Lot requirements.

In the R-1-AA district no residential structure shall be erected or placed on any
building lot which has a square foot area of less than 10,000 square feet. In addition, a
minimal lot width of 80 feet is required at the front setback line. The minimum lot width at the
street right-of-way line shall be 50 feet, as measured along the curve.

Mr. Lundy could modify the plat so that both lots would comply with Section 21-
68; however, it would make a peculiar zigzagged center property line (see Survey “C").
Mr. Lundy is requesting a variance for a minimum lot width of 75 feet on each lot.

The parcel could be divided without a variance; however, it would create two
peculiar shaped lots and could lead to oddly designed houses and placements. Staff
recommends that the City Council approve Mr. Lundy's variance request as submitted.
The rectangular shaped lots would blend in better with the neighborhood.

RECOMMENDATION:  THAT THE CITY COUNCIL APPROVE MR. LUNDY’S
VARIANCE REQUEST TO DECREASE THE REQUIRED
MINIMUM FRONT SETBACK LINE LOT WIDTH OF 80
FEET TO 75 ON THE TWO NEWLY CREATED LOTS.

RE: Golf Course Lake Maintenance Agreement with Lake Doctors Inc.

Staff has continued to evaluate the condition and operation of the lakes located on the
east golf course and those located on holes 9-18 on the west course (back nine).

The lake system has been neglected with little to no maintenance since Hurricane Ivan,
which has resulted in a heavy growth of aquatic weeds, sluggish water flow and an
overall undesirable appearance.

We requested Lake Doctors Inc. to provide Staff with a proposal for corrective action in
conjunction with an on-going maintenance. Staff selected Lake Doctors as the preferred
contractor as they are very familiar with the golf course lake system and their expertise
and quality of work is personally known by Staff.

Lake Doctors provided Staff with an itemized evaluation of each lake which identifies
whether mechanical removal or herbicide treatment is the first course of action. Nine of
the 28 lakes referenced in the water management agreement require mechanical removal
prior to any herbicide being applied. This work has commenced with Park Staff and
inmate workforce shortly after the purchase of the golf course.

The proposed contract anticipates a monthly cost of $3,040, or approximately $36,500
annually, once all the lakes are in the maintenance program. Initially we pay $1,693
monthly and then increase .08 per linear foot as lakes are cleaned and added to the
program.

Lake Doctors Inc. has also recommended the restocking of sterile grass carp to help
maintain algae control. This requires the installation of carp barriers in three lakes at a
cost of $312. We were also advised that an annual budget of $1,500 is recommended for
stocking grass carp over the next 3-5 years.

Recommendation: City Council authorize Lake Doctors Inc. to begin golf course
lake maintenance contract pending legal sign-off by City Attorney.

The Underwater and Floating Vegetation Gantrol Program will be conducted in a manner consistent with good water management practice using the following methods

and techniques when applicable.

a)  Periodic treatments to maintain control of noxious submersed, floating and emersed aguatic vegetation and algae. Examples of undesirable vegetation may
include, but are not limited to: hydrilla, naiad, algae, bladderwort, water hyacinth, water letiuce and duckweed. {CUSTOMER understands that some beneficial
vegetation may be required in a body of water to maintain a balanced aquatic ecological system).

b)  When deemed necessary by THE LAKE DOCTORS and approved by CUSTOMER, the planting and/or nurturing of cerlain variefies of plants, which for various
reasons, help to maintain ecological balanca.

¢)  Determination of dissolved oxygen lavels prior to treaiment, as deemed necessary, to ensure that axygen level is high enough to allow safe treatment. Additional
routing water analysis and/or bacteriological analysis may ba pedormed if required for success of the water management program.

d)  Where applicable, treatment of only one-half or less of the entire body of water at any cne time to ensure safety to fish and other aqualic life. However, THE
LAKE DOGTORS shall not be liable for loss of any exotic or non-native fish or vegetation.

e) CUSTOMER understands and agrees that for the best effectiveness and environmentat safety, materials used by THE LAKE DOCTORS may be used at rates
equal to or lower than maximum label recommendations.

f) Triploid grass carp stocking, if included, will be performed at stocking rates determined by THE LAKE DOCTORS, within Flarida Fish and Wildlife Conservation
Commission permit guidelines.

g) CUSTOMER agrees fo provide adequate boat access, Fallure fo provide adequate boal access may require re-negotiation ar temination of this
Agreement.

h)  Control of weeds and algae may take 30-80 days depending upon spacies, materials used and environmental factors.

Under the Shareline Grass and Brush Control Program, THE LAKE DOCTORS will freat border vegetation to the water's edge including, but not limited to
torpedograss, cattails, and other emergent vegetation such as woody brush and broadteal weeds. Many of these species take several months or longer to fully
decompose. CUSTOMER is responsible for any desired physical cutting and removal.

GUSTOMER agrees to inform THE LAKE DOCTORS in writing if any lake or pond areas have been or are scheduled to be mitigated (planted with required or beneficial
aquatic vegetation), THE LAKE DOCTORS assumes no responsibility for damage to aquatic plants if CUSTOMER fails to provide such informaticn in a timely mannet.
Emergent weed control may not be performed within mitigated areas, new or existing, unless specifically stated by separate contract or modification of this Agreemant.
CUSTOMER also agrees to notify THE LAKE DOCTORS, in writing, of any conditions which may affect the scope of work and CUSTOMER agrees to pay any resuliam
higher direct cost incurred.

If at any time during the term of this Agreement, CUSTOMER feels THE LAKE DOCTORS is not performing in a satisfactery manner, or in accordance with the terms of
this Agreement, CUSTOMER shall inform THE LAKE DQCTORS, by certified mail, return receipt requested, staling with particularity the reasens for CUSTOMER'S
dissatisfaction.
