Emergency Purchase Definition: Only used when a threat exists to the public health, welfare, or 
safety, or if the operation of the City Department would be seriously hampered if immediate 
action is not taken. City Manager can approve up to a $5,000. If more, the purchase must be 
put through council as soon as possible after the event unless an executive order or resolution 
has been issued waiving these requirements.   
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
