Stormwater runoff occurs when rain flows over
surfaces like roads, sidewalks, and driveways,
collecting pollutants along the way. This polluted
water drains into local waterways without
treatment, harming aquatic life and contaminating
drinking water sources.

Storm drains in your neighborhood help prevent
flooding by directing rainwater to nearby
waterways. However, they don’t filter out
pollutants. Anything that enters the gutter or
flows into a storm drain goes straight into our
city’s waterways. Let’s work together to keep them
clean!
